You may deliver your presentation using technology, such as PowerPoint, or in any other manner you feel best portrays your professional career experiences and will engage the audience. You should not use your website/portfolio as the sole means for your presentation. In other words, your presentation should be about your professional growth, not the website/portfolio.

Regardless of the mode of presentation you use, each of the following should be addressed or included in your presentation:

1. Creativity: Your presentation should be creative. Do not go through your website page by page and describe what is on each page. Instead, select an area that you think best describes your professional growth and highlight information from that area. Highlight that information in a creative way. (5 points)

2. Presentation: Your presentation should be professional. It should be well planned and focused on your professional growth. (5 points)

3. Description of your professional growth: What has been the major area or emphasis of your individual professional growth? How is it reflected in your portfolio? You can pick a specific area to discuss OR speak in broader terms about your portfolio in general. You should not address each section of your portfolio on this part but rather highlight your portfolio entries that support your professional growth. How does your professional growth contribute to bettering education should be included in your presentation. (5 points)

4. Use of time allotment. The presentation should be between 7-15 minutes, plus 5 minutes for questions from the audience. (2 points)

As you have time, please feel free to include any other aspects that describe your professional journey, including successes, improvements, and lessons learned.

2:  Professional area was discussed but the growth of the candidate is not clear or not supported with any classroom evidence. 

1:  No clear discussion of professional growth and the ideas are not supported with classroom evidence.
